SUBJECT : Extensionof Approval of Collection of Data Form MA 8-7

1. Purpose. Toinform State Employment Security Agencies (SESAS) of the extension of
approval from the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) for the use of the MA 8-7,
Transmittal for Unemployment Insurance Materials.

2. References. Section 303(a)(6) of the Social Security Act (SSA); Unemployment
Insurance Program Letter (UIPL) 07-97; Employment Security Manual Part |, Section
1215.

3. Background. UIPL 07-97 described the requirement that States submit proposed and
enacted unemployment compensation legislation, as well as other materials, to the
Department of Labor as a condition of receipt of administrative grants. The MA 8-7 is
the vehicle used by States to submit such materials. OMB approval of the MA 8-7 for
use as a collection instrument was scheduled to expire on March 31, 2001.

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The Department of Labor, in accordance with the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995 [44
